As you may know, Mackenzie was diagnosed with stage 4 high risk neuroblastoma in September 2009
at 5 years old. She was treated at the Yorkhill Hospital for Sick Children and after lots of gruelling
treatments including chemotherapy, surgery and IL2 immunotherapy, in December 2010, her scans
showed no signs of cancer.

Devastatingly less than 2 years on, a routine MRI scan showed that the cancer had returned. As there
are no relapse treatment protocols available in the UK for neuroblastoma, Mackenzie needs to have
clinical treatment in Germany for which the treatment costs are likely to be in excess of £350,000.
Because of this, her parents Kimberley and Jason launched an NCCA UK fundraising appeal to raise the
money.
