Space Weather K Index Factor 
Many years ago, I wrote about the K Factor and the Solar Flares and the effect it had on racing pigeons and as usual it was laughed at and in the end, I gave up supplying this information to the pigeon press. All I was trying to do was help educate the pigeon fraternity by saying we should use the knowledge of scientists and other people who have spent millions of pounds; and more importantly their time into finding out how our solar system works. I had many conversations with fellow scribe ‘Bilco’ who had studied the solar activity for years. He was very helpful assisting me with some data and web sites for information. I have compiled some of the information that was of use and as this is FREE, and cannot understand how fanciers/ officials or race controllers do not use this vital information before they train or race their pigeons. At the time I wrote an article with the relevant information to help fanciers make up their own minds, which I have reread and cut and pasted for publication. Please have a read and take this knowledge on board and if you do not have a computer then ask someone you know who does to assist you in finding out if there is any Solar activity going on during the week; most of us have mobile phones nowadays and this information can also be obtained on them, once you have the site it is so easy to checkout. Believe me; if it saves you loosing anymore pigeons then it will be well worth the effort. PLEASE don’t just ignore these losses we are experiencing most weekends, have a read below to make up your own minds. Hopefully the scientific research already done, can help us as a pigeon sport to elevate these losses. The reason I have returned to this subject is that I had George Chalkley who is the race controller for the London North Road Combine phoned me to say that they had their race from Lerwick as did the BIIC and both organizations had a bad race. With no bird’s home on the day; the earliest was 9-30am & 10 am. Then some in the afternoon. The LNRC had 3 bird’s home.  
Does Solar Activity have any effect on pigeons;
As we all know racing pigeons navigate incredible distances with great ease and birds released 500/600 miles from home at places they have never been to in their lives before, can return home even on the day. As the pigeon nears the home end of the race it uses its eyes to navigates the final part by picking out landmarks etc; however, over the other many miles the pigeon has flown this was achieved by "sensing" the earth's magnetic fields. Scientists are not sure exactly how this mechanism works, but we all know it does work and extremely well.  Just look at the Sky Tracking System which I have included in my weekly report on the 2 pigeons flying into Lanarkshire, most weeks these pigeons follow the same route and when they get to a certain area, they head west for their home base.

When there is an especially strong activity on the sun such as a Coronal Mass Ejection (CME) known as unusual strong surges of solar wind this can create a geomagnetic storm which distorts the earth's normal magnetic field.  Geomagnetic activity is measured by what is call the 'A' Index, which ranges from 0 to 400 Nanoteslas (nT), a measurement of the strength of a magnetic field. 0 indicates virtually no geomagnetic disturbance, while 400 is the maximum disturbance. Another useful number is the "K" index, which tracks changes in the radio atmosphere and can affect pigeon navigation. The K index ranges from zero (no disturbance) to 9 in a maximum disturbance.  Any readings of local figures over 150 nT in the A index of geomagnetic activity, or 4 or higher in the 'K' index, is considered unsafe for training or racing pigeons.
 I have added an index to let fanciers see what the readings are;

INDEX  A 3-hourly "equivalent amplitude" index of local geomagnetic activity; "a" is related to the 3-hourly K INDEX according to  the following scale:

K INDEX.  A 3-hourly quasi-logarithmic local index of geomagnetic activity relative to an assumed quiet-day curve for the recording site. The range is from 0 to 9. The K index measures the deviation of the most disturbed horizontal component.

Geomagnetic stations track geomagnetic activity around the earth and their readings are freely available with data centres in various parts of the world. Because the Earth's geomagnetic field emanates from the poles, the effects are more dramatic in the far north and far south. It is therefore advisable for pigeon fanciers to rely on local data, that is, data that accurately represents the state of the geomagnetic field in their particular geographical location. The SNFC moved the marking from the Thursday to the Saturday for a Monday liberation due to the poor weather forecast down south over the weekend. With the best laid plans and a good forecast, the birds look to have run in to serious trouble as the race turned out a disaster with many pigeons missing. In our federation, only 6 pigeons out of 159 were recorded in race time from a 07-00am liberation on the Monday. Leading the way in the federation this week taking 1st federation, 1st section F, 67th Open SNFC on a velocity 859.6 is Ricky Young of the Kilmarnock Invitation club. Ricky wrote, ‘Hi Archie, the cock I timed from Yeovil was on the widowhood system, he flew up to Melton Mowbray then had a comeback race from Lauder and then 2 x 40-mile tosses from Barrhill which is in the south west direction. He won 1st club Bubwith and was also 16th federation this season. He is a Herman Ceuster bred bird from my Tam Blair pigeons. His sire has bred 3 x 1st federation winners being a son off ‘Chieftain’ crossed ‘Dark Lady’ and the dam is off ‘Euro Boy’ and has bred federation winners in 3 different lofts. This is the 3rd time I've topped the federation from the longest inland race since 2015, entering only 8 birds in total from the following races; Portsmouth, Littlehampton and Yeovil and winning the 1st Region (twice) and was 2nd to top fancier Robert Reid on the other occasion. It just goes to prove numbers isn't always the answer, I'd like to congratulate 
Harvey Pollock who was 2nd Region, he's been at the top ever since I can remember and to all the other timers; many thanks Ricky’.
2nd federation, 2nd section F, 95th open SNFC on a velocity of 1111.8770.4 is Harvey Pollock of Irvine flying in the Irvine NTHS. Harvey timed a 2-year-old blue bar widowhood cock. He has had every federation race this year, flying steady up to Melton Mowbray a distance of 250 miles, taking 9th club in this race. His sire is a Jan Aarden who was on the result from Huntington last year but sadly failed to return from the Maidstone race. Dam is one of Harvey’s ‘Old Blue’ family of pigeons, a winner of 2nd federation, 4th section F from SNFC Buckingham for Harvey. 3rd federation, 4th section F, 125th open SNFC on 683.5, is the partnership of Cree & Cuthbert of Ayr flying in the Whitletts & District club. Billy wrote, ‘Hi Archie, my timer from Yeovil was a 2-year-old hen sitting on 10-day eggs. She had 3 races as a young bird and was a consistent yearling. She had every race this year until Bubwith where she returned with a slight knock, she was then rested and sent to Yeovil. She is a daughter of my 9th open Guernsey hen; her sire was another home bred pigeon which unfortunately has not returned from Yeovil yet. The 3 remaining birds to make the result in race time Joe, I think they are worth mentioning. 4th fed on 470.1 is Kevin Harris from Ayr. 5th fed on 456.5 is Willie Lawrence of Ayr. 6th fed is Stirrat & McKenna on 413.1 from Ardeer. 2 other birds recorded and just out of race time were to the partnership of Cree & Cuthbert on 397.5 and 367.1. (Well done to all the above on their achievements in the National; Joe Murphy) 
Archie McIntyre informs us that the federation 12th race of the season see’s us with a comeback race from Wooler on Saturday 25th June with an entry of 283 birds, for a distance of between 91 miles up to 114 miles to the north end of the federation. The race control team had the birds up and away at 09-00 into a fresh southerly wind. Feedback from the clubs from their early ring offs were mixed, some good and some not so good. In my own club with 4 hours after liberation - ring off, 65% of the birds were home.
